GS.R. B04(E).—In exercise of the powers conferred by clause (b) of sub-sact'ionlﬂ] of Section 156 of the: -
Indo-Tibetan Border Police Force Act, 1992 (35 of 1992), the Central Government hereby makes the following rules
further to amend the Indo-Tibetan Border Police Force, General Duty Cadre (Group ‘B’ and ‘C’ posts) Recruitment Rules,

2000, namely :—

1. (1) These rules may be called the Indo-Tibetan Border Police Force, General Duty Cadre (Group ‘B’ and ‘C’
posts) Recruitment (Amendment) Rules, 2008.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

2. In the schedule to the Indo-Tibetan Border Police Force, General Duty Cadre (Group ‘B’ and ‘C’ posts)
Recruitment Rules, 2000 against serial number 2, relating to the post of Sub-Inspector (General Duty), in column 7, for
the existing entries, the following entries shall be substituted, namely —

*Between 20 to 25 years :

1. Relaxable upto 5 years in the case of Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tribe candidates and 3 vears for Other
Backward Classes and other special categories of personnel in accordance with the orders issued by
Central Government from time to time,

2. Relaxable upto 5 years for Departmental candidates and in addition 5 years age relaxation for Scheduled
Caste/Scheduled Tribe and 3 years for Other Backward Classes.”.
